Ask your child to
guess what Mum might say when she sees Dad

and Kipper.

« Ask: What sorts of noises do you think you might

hear when you are having a haircut? (e.g. snipping

of scissors, running water, people chatting. etc.)
Encourage your child to make some of these

sounds.
