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BEFORE READING
Talk together

Look at the picture on pages 4 to 5 to
see what a library looks like. Explain that
you are allowed to borrow books to take
home, but you must take them back
after a week or two.

Ask your child to tell you about one of
their favourite books.

Look through the book and talk about
the pictures.
