Find and read the title again on the back cover. Read the words
in the list.

Encourage your child to point to each word as they say it.

Page 5, ask, “What do you think will happen next?”

At the end, ask, “What do you think Floppy will do next?”

Rhyme time

To help the child notice words that rhyme. This helps with reading
and spelling.

@ Think of words that rhyme with ‘cat’, such as ‘rat’, ‘mat’, ‘sat’,
‘pat’, ‘hat’.

® Read the story putting in a rhyming word instead of ‘cat’ every
time. So you might read ‘Go away little rat’, then ‘Go away little
hat'.

® Let your child read the story choosing rhyming words instead
of ‘cat’.

You can use this idea straight away, or on another day.

@ Think of other words that rhyme with words in the story, such as
‘coming’, ‘humming’; ‘floppy’, ‘choppy’; ‘away’, ‘play’, etc.

® Find pages 6 and 7. Talk about how you could change the
