() Let the child hold the book and remind him/her to point to
each word as you read. Read the title together.

G Read the story together, talking about each picture. Ask

questions about extra details in the pictures, e.g. on page 2,

ask, "What has Floppy knocked over?”

Notice the surprised faces of Mum, Dad and Chip on pages 2-3,

4-5 and 6-7. Ask, “Why are they so surprised?”

At the end of the story ask, “Why didn’t they get the bone back?”

Ask the child to read the story to you again.

Praise the child for all the words she/he reads without any help.

Praise him/her for sounding out letters from left to right to

read words.
