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What’s this story about? )

The children watch a juggler on a unicycle, then go home and try
some tricks on wheels themselves. Dad has a go too and ends up
with ‘no wheels' at all!

Talk together )

Read the title and talk about the picture. Ask, “Do you think it
would be easy or hard to balance on one wheel?” Talk about the
number of wheels bikes, cars and lorries have.

Read the sfory ) [0 = Word recognition G = Language comprehension)

Find the list of words on the back cover and read them
together.

Turn to page 1 and read the sentence. Ask the child to point to
the word 'wheel'.

Pages 2-3, talk about what Chip is doing on the wheelbarrow.
Read the pages together.

On each page count the number of wheels and find the
number of words in the sentence, then read the sentence.
Pages 10-11, ask, “What do you think will happen next?”
Read the last page.

Ask the child to read the story to you. Praise him/her for
working out words by sounding out the letters.

® Have two or three turns each.

Other ideas )

You can use these ideas straight away, or on another day.

® Choose one of the words from the list on the back cover, e.g. ‘on’.
Ask the child to find out how many times it appears in the story.
® Look through a toy catalogue and find things with wheels.
Count the wheels each time.
