Begin to read the story together.

Encourage children to read alone as sentences are repeated.
Show children how to work out the word ‘Sniff’, sounding out
the letters: ‘S—n-i—ff".

Help children with the tricky words ‘looked’ and ‘couldn’t’.
Page 16, ask, "Do you think Floppy wanted to find Sniff?”,
“What was he really looking for?”

Ask children to read the story again from the beginning.
