Read the story ) [0 = Word recognition G = Language comprehension]

Begin to read the story together.

Encourage children to read alone as sentences are repeated.
Pages 2-3, point out the words with ‘ee’, ‘tree’, ‘week’ and in
the picture, ‘keeper’.

Help children with the tricky words ‘everyone’ and ‘wanted’.
Page 5, ask, “What do you think the park keeper is doing?*
Page 10, ask, “Why is Wilf watering the tree?”

Page 16, check that children know what a funny bone is.
Ask children to read the story again from the beginning.
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The children went to the park.
