Begin to read the story together.

Help children read the tricky words ‘fight’, ‘knight’ and
‘frightened’. Ask, “What three letters are the same in each
word?"

Ask children to show you how to sound out the letters in ‘king’
and ‘dragon’.

Page 10, ask, “"Do you think Dad is getting tired?”, "Why?"
Ask, “Do you think Dad wants to act the play again?”, “Do the
children?”

Ask children to read the story again from the beginning.
